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SM Faisal Appointed TMNYCC Chairman

KUALA LUMPUR, Jan 3 (Bernama) -- Datuk SM Faisal SM Nasimuddin has been appointed
chairman of 1Malaysia National Youth Chamber of Commerce (IMNYCC) and Agil Faisal
Ahmad Fadzil as deputy chairman, said Deputy Minister of International Trade and Industry,
Datuk Mukhriz Tun Dr Mahathir Mohamad.

Mukhriz said the holistic approach to develop a community of young entrepreneurs under
1Malaysia concept would help achieve national unity.

He said the meeting agreed to arrange networking sessions among its members to enable
them to share their experiences, organise training programmes in the states and organise
conventions annually.

The first meeting to set up TMNYCC was held on Aug 30, 2010.
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
